Installing Motive 1.8.0

Unfortunately it is not possible to have both applications running on the same system. they are
actually installing incompatible drivers, so you have to

uninstall first the previous Motive (and don't forget the optitrack drivers!!),1.
restart the machine, and then2.
install the other Motive.3.
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
